B. What are the evidences for God? 
 
1. Cosmological argument - cause and effect (creation—Creator) 
2. Teleological argument - design-designer (the “watch—watchmaker”) 
3. Moral argument - law-Lawgiver (our universal sense of right and wrong) 
4. Ontological - greatest / necessary being (the greatest being by definition must exist) 
5. Historical argument - mighty acts of God (e.g. Exodus) 
6. Jesus Christ - His life, death and resurrection 
 
God cannot be proven absolutely; neither can He be disproven absolutely.  
However, there is sufficient evidence to justify belief in a Supreme Being as 
reasonable and rational. This does not settle the issue of: What kind of God are we 
talking about? To answer that, Christians appeal to special revelation, the Bible.
